Level 2 Foundation Year

This is a one year full time course.

The program is typically suitable for students who are yet to pass GCSE Maths
and/or English and would benefit from developing employability skills.

The program is bespoke to the needs of the individual and supports students
to achieve a Level 2 qualification in English and Maths in addition to two level
2 Asdan qualifications. All students undertake an enrichment programme,
including First Aid, British Sign Language and workshops with Doncaster
Chamber.

Each week, students have 4 days in school studying academic qualifications
and 1 day on a work experience placement either in or outside of school.

Students mainly progress to apprenticeships within or at the end of the year.
Some progress onto an A level program.
